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After moving to South Africa from Zimbabwe in 2006, 
Rekai moved to Kayamandi with his wife. He was working 
as a gardener and doing other odd jobs until his arm was 

broken during a mugging while he was walking home 
from work one day in the township. He was unable to 

obtain work due to his handicap until the CEO of Heart 
Capital, Peter Shrimpton met him. He began doing 

painting projects for Heart Capital until he eventually was 
given the opportunity to become a treepreneur and move 
to Chic Shanty Town with his wife. Now, his favorite part 

of the job involves the security around it, and knowing 
that he is in a safe place with safe people. 
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
